Colossians 1:21-23 (NLT) - 21This includes you 
who were once far away from God. You were 
his enemies, separated from him by your 
evil thoughts and actions. 22Yet now he has 
reconciled you to himself through the death of 
Christ in his physical body. As a result, he has 
brought you into his own presence, and you are 
holy and blameless as you stand before him 
without a single fault.

23But you must continue to believe this truth 
and stand firmly in it. Don’t drift away from the 
assurance you received when you heard the 
Good News.

Matthew 9:36-38 (NIV) - 36When he saw the 
crowds, he had compassion on them, because 
they were harassed and helpless, like sheep 
without a shepherd. 37Then he said to his 
disciples, “The harvest is plentiful but the 
workers are few. 38Ask the Lord of the harvest, 
therefore, to send out workers into his harvest 
field.”

Matthew 10:1 (NIV) - Jesus called his twelve 
disciples to him and gave them authority to 
drive out impure spirits and to heal every 
disease and sickness.

Revelation 12:11 (NLT) - And they have defeated 
him by the blood of the Lamb and by their 
testimony. And they did not love their lives so 
much that they were afraid to die.

4I say this because some 
ungodly people have wormed their way into your 
churches, saying that God’s marvelous grace 
allows us to live immoral lives. The condemnation 
of such people was recorded long ago, for they 
have denied our only Master and Lord, Jesus 
Christ.

Hebrews 12:2 (KJV) - Jesus is author and finisher 
of our faith; who for the joy that was set before 
him endured the cross, despising the shame, and 
has set down at the right hand of the throne of 
God.
