
and came to rest on each of them. 4All of them 
were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to 
speak in other tongues as the Spirit enabled 
them.

5Now there were staying in Jerusalem God-
fearing Jews from every nation under heaven. 
6When they heard this sound, a crowd came 
together in bewilderment, because each 
one heard their own language being spoken. 
7Utterly amazed, they asked: “Aren’t all these 
who are speaking Galileans? 8Then how is 
it that each of us hears them in our native 
language? 9Parthians, Medes and Elamites; 
residents of Mesopotamia, Judea and 
Cappadocia, Pontus and Asia, 10Phrygia and 
Pamphylia, Egypt and the parts of Libya near 
Cyrene; visitors from Rome 11(both Jews and 
converts to Judaism); Cretans and Arabs—we 
hear them declaring the wonders of God in 
our own tongues!” 12Amazed and perplexed, 
they asked one another, “What does this 
mean?”

13Some, however, made fun of them and said, 
“They have had too much wine.”

Acts 2:17-18 (NIV) - 17“‘In the last days, God 
says, I will pour out my Spirit on all people. 
Your sons and daughters will prophesy, your 
young men will see visions, your old men will 
dream dreams.

18Even on my servants, both men and women, I 
will pour out my Spirit in those days, and they 
will prophesy.

Acts 5:32 (NIV) - We are witnesses of these 
things, and so is the Holy Spirit, whom God 
has given to those who obey him.

John 7:38-39 (NIV) - 38Whoever believes 
in me, as Scripture has said, rivers of living 
water will flow from within them.” 39By this he 
meant the Spirit, whom those who believed in 
him were later to receive. Up to that time the 
Spirit had not been given, since Jesus had not 
yet been glorified.

Acts 4:31 (NIV) - After they prayed, the place 
where they were meeting was shaken. And 
they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and 
spoke the word of God boldly.
