He will also declare to 
you what is to come. 14He will glorify me, because 
he will take from what is mine and declare it to you. 
15Everything the Father has is mine. This is why I 
told you that he takes from what is mine and will 
declare it to you.

Acts 21:10-14 (CSB) - 10After we had been there for 
several days, a prophet named Agabus came down 
from Judea. 11He came to us, took Paul’s belt, tied 
his own feet and hands, and said, “This is what the 
Holy Spirit says: ‘In this way the Jews in Jerusalem 
will bind the man who owns this belt and deliver 
him over to the Gentiles.’” 12When we heard this, 
both we and the local people pleaded with him not 
to go up to Jerusalem.

13Then Paul replied, “What are you doing, weeping 
and breaking my heart? For I am ready not only to 
be bound but also to die in Jerusalem for the name 
of the Lord Jesus.”

14Since he would not be persuaded, we said no 
more except, “The Lord’s will be done.”

Acts 11:27-30 (CSB) - 27In those days some 
prophets came down from Jerusalem to Antioch. 
28One of them, named Agabus, stood up and 
predicted by the Spirit that there would be a severe 
famine throughout the Roman world. This took 
place during the reign of Claudius. 29Each of the 
disciples, according to his ability, determined to 
send relief to the brothers and sisters who lived in 
Judea. 30They did this, sending it to the elders by 
means of Barnabas and Saul.

1 Thessalonians 5:19 (CSB) - Don’t stifle the Spirit.

1 Corinthians 13:9, 12 (CSB) - 9For we know in part, 
and we prophesy in part. 12For now we see only a 
reflection as in a mirror, but then face to face. Now 
I know in part, but then I will know fully, as I am 
fully known.

1 Corinthians 14:12 (NIV) - So it is with you. Since 
you are eager for gifts of the Spirit, try to excel in 
those that build up the church.
