
John 12:43 (NASB) - for they loved the approval of 
men rather than the approval of God.

Zechariah 9:9-12 (NIV) - 9Rejoice greatly, Daughter 
Zion! Shout, Daughter Jerusalem! See, your king 
comes to you, righteous and victorious, lowly and 
riding on a donkey, on a colt, the foal of a donkey. 
10I will take away the chariots from Ephraim and the 
warhorses from Jerusalem, and the battle bow will 
be broken. He will proclaim peace to the nations. 
His rule will extend from sea to sea and from the 
River to the ends of the earth. 11As for you, because 
of the blood of my covenant with you, I will free 
your prisoners from the waterless pit. 12Return to 
your fortress, you prisoners of hope; even now I 
announce that I will restore twice as much to you.
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Hebrews 12:1-2 (NIV) - 1Therefore, since we are 
surrounded by such a great cloud of witnesses, 
let us throw off everything that hinders and the 
sin that so easily entangles. And let us run with 
perseverance the race marked out for us, 2fixing our 
eyes on Jesus, the pioneer and perfecter of faith. 
For the joy set before him, he endured the cross, 
scorning its shame, and sat down at the right hand 
of the throne of God.

John 12:12-27 (NASB) - 12On the next day the large 
crowd who had come to the feast, when they heard 
that Jesus was coming to Jerusalem, 13took the 
branches of the palm trees and went out to meet 
Him, and began to shout, “Hosanna! Blessed is He 
who comes in the name of the Lord, even the King 
of Israel.” 14Jesus, finding a young donkey, sat on it; 
as it is written, 15“Fear not, daughter of Zion; behold, 
your King is coming, seated on a donkey’s colt.” 
16These things His disciples did not understand at 
the first; but when Jesus was glorified, then they 
remembered that these things were written of Him, 
and that they had done these things to Him. 17So the 
people, who were with Him when He called Lazarus 
out of the tomb and raised him from the dead, 
continued to testify about Him. 18For this reason also 
the people went and met Him, because they heard 
that He had performed this sign. 19So the Pharisees 
said to one another, “You see that you are not doing 
any good; look, the world has gone after Him.” 
20Now there were some Greeks among those who 
were going up to worship at the feast; 21these then 
came to Philip, who was from Bethsaida of Galilee, 
and began to ask him, saying, “Sir, we wish to see 
Jesus.” 22Philip came and told Andrew; Andrew and 
Philip came and told Jesus. 23And Jesus answered 
them, saying, “The hour has come for the Son of Man 
to be glorified. 24Truly, truly, I say to you, unless a 
grain of wheat falls into the earth and dies, it remains 
alone; but if it dies, it bears much fruit. 25He who 
loves his life loses it, and he who hates his life in this 
world will keep it to life eternal. 26If anyone serves 
Me, he must follow Me; and where I am, there My 
servant will be also; if anyone serves Me, the Father 
will honor him. 27“Now My soul has become troubled; 
and what shall I say, ‘Father, save Me from this hour’? 
But for this purpose I came to this hour.

John 12:37 (NASB) - But though He had performed 
so many signs before them, yet they were not 
believing in Him.

Mark 15:13-14 (NIV) - 13“Crucify him!” they shouted. 
14“Why? What crime has he committed?” asked 
Pilate. But they shouted all the louder, “Crucify him!”
