
Hebrews 13:17 (NIV) - Have confidence in your 
leaders and submit to their authority, because they 
keep watch over you as those who must give an 
account. Do this so that their work will be a joy, not 
a burden, for that would be of no benefit to you.

Matthew 11:16-19; Acts 4; Matthew 10
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Acts 4:1-3 (NLT) - 1While Peter and John were 
speaking to the people, they were confronted by 
the priests, the captain of the Temple guard, and 
some of the Sadducees. 2These leaders were very 
disturbed that Peter and John were teaching the 
people that through Jesus there is a resurrection 
of the dead. 3They arrested them and, since it was 
already evening, put them in jail until morning.

Acts 4:18-20 (NLT) - 18So they called the apostles 
back in and commanded them never again to speak 
or teach in the name of Jesus.

19But Peter and John replied, “Do you think God 
wants us to obey you rather than him? 20We cannot 
stop telling about everything we have seen and 
heard.”

Acts 4:11-12 (NIV) - 11Jesus is “‘the stone you builders 
rejected, which has become the cornerstone.’

12Salvation is found in no one else, for there is no 
other name under heaven given to mankind by 
which we must be saved.”

Ephesians 2:8-10 (NIV) - 8For it is by grace you 
have been saved, through faith—and this is not from 
yourselves, it is the gift of God— 9not by works, so 
that no one can boast. 10For we are God’s handiwork, 
created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which God 
prepared in advance for us to do.

Matthew 10:28 (NIV) - Do not be afraid of those 
who kill the body but cannot kill the soul. Rather, 
be afraid of the One who can destroy both soul and 
body in hell.

Matthew 10:32-33 (NIV) - 32“Whoever acknowledges 
me before others, I will also acknowledge before my 
Father in heaven. 33But whoever disowns me before 
others, I will disown before my Father in heaven.

John 18:11 (NIV) - Jesus commanded Peter, “Put 
your sword away! Shall I not drink the cup the Father 
has given me?”

John 19:11 (NIV) - “You would have no power over 
me if it were not given to you from above.”

Romans 13:1-2 (NLT) - 1Everyone must submit to 
governing authorities. For all authority comes 
from God, and those in positions of authority have 
been placed there by God. 2So anyone who rebels 
against authority is rebelling against what God has 
instituted, and they will be punished.
