
persuasive speeches, I relied only on the power of 
the Holy Spirit. 5I did this so you would trust not in 
human wisdom but in the power of God.

2 Corinthians 5:16-21 (NLT) - 16So we have stopped 
evaluating others from a human point of view. 
At one time we thought of Christ merely from a 
human point of view. How differently we know 
him now! 17This means that anyone who belongs 
to Christ has become a new person. The old life is 
gone; a new life has begun!

18And all of this is a gift from God, who brought 
us back to himself through Christ. And God has 
given us this task of reconciling people to him. 
19For God was in Christ, reconciling the world to 
himself, no longer counting people’s sins against 
them. And he gave us this wonderful message of 
reconciliation. 20So we are Christ’s ambassadors; 
God is making his appeal through us. We speak 
for Christ when we plead, “Come back to God!” 
21For God made Christ, who never sinned, to be 
the offering for our sin, so that we could be made 
right with God through Christ.
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Ephesians 2:7-10 (NLT) - 7So God can point to us in 
all future ages as examples of the incredible wealth 
of his grace and kindness toward us, as shown in all 
he has done for us who are united with Christ Jesus.

8God saved you by his grace when you believed. 
And you can’t take credit for this; it is a gift from 
God. 9Salvation is not a reward for the good things 
we have done, so none of us can boast about it. 
10For we are God’s masterpiece. He has created us 
anew in Christ Jesus, so we can do the good things 
he planned for us long ago.

Ephesians 3:8-12 (NLT) - 8Though I am the least 
deserving of all God’s people, he graciously gave 
me the privilege of telling the Gentiles about the 
endless treasures available to them in Christ. 9I was 
chosen to explain to everyone this mysterious plan 
that God, the Creator of all things, had kept secret 
from the beginning.

10God’s purpose in all this was to use the church 
to display his wisdom in its rich variety to all the 
unseen rulers and authorities in the heavenly places. 
11This was his eternal plan, which he carried out 
through Christ Jesus our Lord.

12Because of Christ and our faith in him, we can now 
come boldly and confidently into God’s presence. 

1 Corinthians 1:26-30 (NLT) - 26Remember, dear 
brothers and sisters, that few of you were wise in 
the world’s eyes or powerful or wealthy when God 
called you. 27Instead, God chose things the world 
considers foolish in order to shame those who 
think they are wise. And he chose things that are 
powerless to shame those who are powerful. 28God 
chose things despised by the world, things counted 
as nothing at all, and used them to bring to nothing 
what the world considers important. 29As a result, no 
one can ever boast in the presence of God.

30God has united you with Christ Jesus. For our 
benefit God made him to be wisdom itself. Christ 
made us right with God; he made us pure and holy, 
and he freed us from sin. 

1 Corinthians 2:1-5 (NLT) - 1When I first came to you, 
dear brothers and sisters, I didn’t use lofty words 
and impressive wisdom to tell you God’s secret plan. 
2For I decided that while I was with you I would 
forget everything except Jesus Christ, the one who 
was crucified. 3I came to you in weakness—timid 
and trembling. 4And my message and my preaching 
were very plain. Rather than using clever and
