7Now, most people would not be willing 
to die for an upright person, though someone 
might perhaps be willing to die for a person who 
is especially good. 8But God showed his great love 
for us by sending Christ to die for us while we were 
still sinners. 9And since we have been made right in 
God’s sight by the blood of Christ, he will certainly 
save us from God’s condemnation. 10For since our 
friendship with God was restored by the death of his 
Son while we were still his enemies, we will certainly 
be saved through the life of his Son. 11And not only 
this, but we also celebrate in our wonderful new 
relationship with God because our Lord Jesus Christ 
has made us friends of God.

Psalm 30:4-5 (NLT) - 4Sing to the Lord, all you 
godly ones! Praise his holy name. 5For his anger 
lasts only a moment, but his favor lasts a lifetime! 
Weeping may last through the night, but joy comes 
with the morning.

Psalm 146:1-6 (NIV) - 1Praise the Lord. Praise the 
Lord, my soul.
